PARADE RULES

All Parade Entries
1. Forward Completed entry blank NO LATER THAN MAY 20
2. Continuous movement down parade route so there are no gaps between you and the parade entry in front of you.
3. Limited to a Maximum Of 4 Vehicles excluding Vehicl3e Club/Vehicle Associations.
4. Throwing or passing of articles from the line of march, such as candy, balloons, gum, literature, the use of water propulsion devices, etc., is strictly prohibited. Such action may cause an accident by scaring a horse or enticing a child into the parade route.
5. Signs, placards or literature pertaining to political candidates or persons running for office will not be allowed to be on parade entries or passed out on the parade route.
6. The use of ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES in the staging, parade, and disbursing area before, during and after the parade is PROHIBITIED.

Vehicle Club/Vehicle Association Entries
1. Limited to a MAXIMUM OF 10 VEHICLES that must be driven side by side down the parade route.
2. Obtain a $1 million General Liability Policy naming the City of Coronado & Coronado 4th of July Inc as additional insureds and provide a copy of the General Liability Policy along with the policy endorsement.

Equestrian Entries
1. Obtain a $1 million General Liability Policy naming the City of Coronado & Coronado 4th of July Inc as additional insureds and provide a copy of the General Liability Policy along with the policy endorsement.

Float Entries
1. Floats must be in line of March ready to be judged at 8:00 am or you will not be judged.
2. Decorative material shall be NONCUMBUSTIBLE OR FLAME RETARDENT. Floats and towing apparatus must have a MINIMUM 2-A, 10-B-C PORTABLE FIRE EXTINGUISHER.
